Study programme for which it is organized: the Serbian language and literature

Connection to other subjects: Passed Comparative study of South Slavic literature 1.

The subject’s objectives: To provide comprehensive, comparative overview of most important literary works in the corpus of South Slavic
literature. Moreover, the aim is to provide the students with a series of original lectures which analyze the role and importance of prominent
authors and literary works in South Slavic area using comparative method. However, the course is not defined as passive and constant list of
works that should be read and bibliography that should be used. On the contrary: in addition to abovementioned comparative method, which is
used to analyze most important literary concepts and most prominent authors (lectures), the course will encourage and coordinate individual
students’ activities, selection of topics from a further reading list, writing seminar paper (exercises), etc.

Outcomes: The students will acquire basic knowledge of comparative method in immediate application, literary works, a literary opus and
authors in this broad interlinear context. It will broaden a reader’s experience and knowledge of literary works and concepts from immediate
environment of Serbian literature. Hence, it will create an insight into creation of the national corpus that contributed and still contributes to
opulent and plentiful interlinear connection. This will contribute to better knowledge of immediate environment, that is, the closest literary and
cultural context in which Serbian literature was established and developed. Furthermore, the students will acquire necessary knowledge for the
work in an elementary and secondary school, where curriculum to a great extent includes authors and works belonging to the corpus of South
Slavic literature.

Name and surname of a professor and teaching assistant: Sasa Smulja, PhD, Andreja Mari¢, MA

Methods of teaching and acquiring lessons: Lectures, required reading, seminar paper, discussion.

Content of the subject: The subject is composed of a series of original lectures, systematic and detail overview of most important literary opus
in the corpus of South Slavic literature. The special attention will be paid to the interpretation of literary works of the authors who are among
most prominent individuals in history of South Slavic literature and interpretation of works that the students will choose as an additional
reading. During exercises, the students will present, discuss, and interpret texts of selected reading and present results of seminar paper.
